)In the summer of 2012 the British Universities American Football League will be seeking to launch a full National Flag Football Championship, building on the inaugural Flag football events hosted at Warwick University in 2011.
The League’s current plans see a regional competition structure built around our Conferences with a National Final event for Conference qualifiers. This will take place either on a Wednesday afternoon or a Saturday.
These plans are subject to change dependent upon the level of expressed interest in participation.

About Flag Football
The basic rules of the game are similar to those of the contact version of the game but instead wearing the protective equipment and tackling players to the ground, the players wear a belt with attached flags (similar to Tag Rugby) which are pulled off to signify a tackle.

Each team has 5 players on the field and there are usually squads of 10 players alongside a coach.

Process
We will finalise our plans for the tournament based upon levels of interest. 
By the end of December we aim to establish interest from universities with existing football programmes.
By the end of January we will have contacted all other universities.
By the end of February all venues, dates and schedules will be announced along with FAQs

Cost
The main costs will be borne by existing League capital. There may be a small per player entry fee (no more than £2). All players will require insurance. 
The Tournaments
It is the League’s intention to operate two competitions – one for females and one for males. Both tournaments will run side by side.  At present we are looking at one team per competition. If there is sufficient interest universities may be able to enter multiple teams.
Equipment
Flag football is a relatively cheap sport. Many existing teams use TAG Rugby belts. Matching T-shirts will suffice as game shirts. Male teams will use existing footballs. Female teams are likely to use youth size footballs
