Terms and Conditions

As a BUAFL Cheer squad Cheerleading is about supporting your BUAFL American Football team. You are expected to be enthusiastic and dedicated and above all to have fun. The Terms and Conditions set out here are to ensure that squads realise what is expected of them.

1. General Guidelines

1.1
You are expected to attend every home game for the duration of the game. Failure to do so may result in ineligibility for Allstars and National Team. A home game may be missed when a cheerleading competition falls on the weekend of a game. Practices for competition are not fair reason for missing a home game. For other instances where it may be necessary to miss a home match, please contact the Cheerleading Executive.

On away games you must inform the hosting American Football team and Cheerleading squad of approximate numbers as soon as possible in the week of the game.

You must wear appropriate clothing and footwear at all times when cheerleading and stunting.

Always conduct yourself in a sportsmanlike and supportive manner.

During the game you are expected to refrain from:

After each game an e-mail must be sent to BUAF Cheer with the names of the Cheerleaders that attended that game. This must be done by the Wednesday following the match.
2.  Cheer Etiquette

2.1 
Know the rules of American Football.

2.2
Respect your team at all times. Ask them when they would and/or would not like you to cheer.

2.3
Respect injured players by taking a knee, refraining from negative remarks and applauding upon their recovery.

2.4
Shake hands with the opposing Cheerleading squad prior to the start and at the end of the game.

2.5
Encourage and support the other Cheerleading squad at half time. The Away team should perform first at half time.

2.5
Continue to encourage your American Football team throughout the game, regardless of the score or the temperature.

3.  Safety

3.1 
In the interests of safety stunting should only be performed where the weather and surface allow.

3.2 Be aware that stunting on the sidelines during play can be dangerous.

3.3 Ensure you adhere to your University’s procedures for both home and away matches.

4.  Eligibility

4.1
BUAFL is the British Universities American Football League. As a result only current students are eligible for Allstars and National Cheerleading Squads. 

BUAF Cheer is a separate organisation from the BUAFL and neither organisation has any liabilities for the other.
